MLGW FISCAL CONSENT

RESOLUTION awarding a contract to H & E Equipment Services, Inc., in the
amount of $49,500.00 and Vermeer Midsouth, Inc., in the amount of $48,800.00, for the
purchase of sequential traffic signals and mini-skid steer.
